He was the husband to Vivian Proud for 69 years, the brother to six siblings, 
the father to three children, grandfather to seven grandchildren and great-
grandfather to many (still counting) great-grandchildren. 
 
He was a veteran and prisoner of war of World War II. His war years can be 
read online as documented by his Veterans' History Project, by searching 
online by his name.
